MINUTES OF THE REGULAR MONTHLY MEETING OF THE GLENCOE PUBLIC LIBRARY BOARD OF TRUSTEES, WEDNESDAY, JANUARY 20, 2010, HELD IN THE HAMMOND ROOM OF THE LIBRARY





APPROVED MINUTES

Roll Call:  President Breakstone called the meeting to order at 7:05pm.  Roll call was taken with the following trustees present:  Breakstone, Meyers, Pearce, Shoolin, Tuohy, and Weinberger; Trustee Zager arrived at 7:12pm. Also present were library staff members Danny Burdett, Becky Halcli, Melissa Henderson, Teri Hennes, and Executive Director Peggy Hamil.  

Additions to the Agenda/Public Comment:  There were no additions to the agenda nor public comment.    

Approval of Minutes: Trustee Tuohy corrected the President’s name on page one and Trustee Shoolin noted a typo on page 2.  Trustee Tuohy moved and Trustee Pearce seconded a motion 


TO APPROVE THE MINUTES OF THE DECEMBER 16, 2009 REGULAR 
MEETING AS CORRECTED. 

Motion passed by unanimous voice vote.
Friends of the Library:  In the absence of President Wick, Ms. Hamil reported that the spring book sale will be held on the last weekend of February and the spring concert is scheduled for April 11.

Treasurer’s report:  Treasurer Zager stated that most of the tax revenue has been received and Director Hamil stated that an additional $52,386 brought the total to 96.4% of budget.  Revenue and expense lines are in order, with the exception of interest earnings.  It was noted that payment for the first installment of 2009 taxes will be received soon.
Report of the Executive Director:  Ms. Hamil thanked trustees for their attendance at the January 11th Centennial Celebration and directed their attention to photographs from that event which had been posted on the meeting room wall.  Trustees expressed their pleasure with the celebration and thanked the staff and participants for their planning and execution in presenting such a successful and well-attended event.  Staff and trustees received many compliments from residents who applauded the library for being the center of the community. 

The Director began her presentation by referring to the written report included in the trustees’ meeting packet illustrating continued increases in use of all library services.  She recently participated in a special service at St. Elisabeth’s Church with other community officials.  The replacement figure for the “Public Library” sculpture was received and installed prior to the Centennial Celebration.  Several staff members will participate in the “Glencoe Showcase” at the Takiff Center on January 21.  Staff may also work with the Glencoe Schools to set up a videocam for use during Friends’ concerts. 
Trustees Breakstone, Shoolin, Tuohy and Zager asked to be registered for the annual NSLS Legislative Breakfast on February 15, 2010.
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Committee Reports:   Building and Grounds Committee Chair Zager reported that a patron who uses a wheelchair had met with Director Hamil to demonstrate difficulties in entering/exiting the 
women’s restroom because of the weight of the door and the height of the threshold.  Ms. Hamil has discussed the problem with Building Engineer Steve Martin and the plan is to remove the threshold, replacing it with tile at the same level as the floor.  There is a question about what may lie beneath the marble threshold, but the library is committed to making this entry easier.  The door closer has already been adjusted to make it close more slowly and with less force. The same changes will be made to the men’s restroom.
Trustee Pearce stated that there was no December meeting of the Plan Commission.

Trustee Meyers referred trustees to the memo from NSLS Director Sara Long regarding staff layoffs and reductions in service because there has been no funding from the State. Trustees were encouraged to participate in that day’s “Save Illinois Libraries” campaign targeting legislators  and requesting assistance in securing adequate funding for libraries in Illinois.

Communications:  Trustees were pleased to read the letters concerning the library’s centennial celebration.

Unfinished Business:  Following discussion of the popularity of the library’s history, Our First Hundred Years, there was consensus that additional copies should be printed for distribution, with the number to be determined by Ms. Hamil.
President Breakstone asked trustees to indicate whether they preferred to start library board meetings at 7:00pm or to return to the traditional 7:30pm starting time.  Following discussion, it was determined that meetings would begin at 7:30pm as stated in the Library Board ByLaws.

Planning Chair Tuohy summarized preliminary discussion at the January 13th meeting with Planning Steering Committee members Pearce, Meyers and Director Hamil.  The proposal for a well-known library “futurist” to speak to the library board was rejected as too expensive and not Glencoe-related.  Previous planning facilitator Miriam Pollack has agreed to provide a “future trends” presentation at the March library board meeting as a beginning to the planning process and her proposal was reviewed with regard to focus groups and other data-gathering activities.

Trustee Tuohy moved and Trustee Pearce seconded a motion

TO APPROVE THE MIRIAM POLLACK + ASSOCIATES PROPOSAL AT A COST NOT TO EXCEED $8,000.00.

Motion passed by unanimous roll call vote.  Voting affirmatively were trustees Breakstone, Meyers, Pearce, Shoolin, Tuohy, Weinberger, and Zager.

New Business:  President Breakstone asked for discussion of the staff recommendation to lengthen the loan period for feature films.  Following discussion of the memo explaining the staff’s recommendation, Trustee Shoolin moved and Trustee Zager seconded a motion 

TO APPROVE THE EXTENDED LOAN PERIOD FOR OLDER FEATURE FILMS.

Motion passed by majority voice vote, 6 to 1.
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Adjournment:  There being no further business, President Breakstone adjourned the meeting at  8:37pm.
