MINUTES OF THE REGULAR MONTHLY MEETING OF THE GLENCOE PUBLIC LIBRARY BOARD OF TRUSTEES, WEDNESDAY, NOVEMBER 18, 2009, HELD IN THE HAMMOND ROOM OF THE LIBRARY





APPROVED MINUTES

Roll Call:  President Breakstone called the meeting to order at 7:05pm.   Roll call was taken with the following trustees present:  Breakstone, Meyers, Pearce, Shoolin, and Weinberger.  Trustees Tuohy and Zager arrived shortly. Also present were Marti Wick and library staff members Melissa Henderson, Becky Halcli, Danny Burdett, and Teri Hennes, and Executive Director Peggy Hamil.  

Additions to the Agenda/Public Comment:  There was no public comment.  Director Hamil noted that she had distributed an addendum to the Building and Grounds report and information sheets from the Illinois Library Association.

Approval of Minutes:  Upon a motion by Trustee Shoolin seconded by Trustee Weinberger, trustees voted unanimously

Treasurer’s Report:  Trustee Zager referred trustees to the budget report that indicates the delay in mailing property tax bills and Director Hamil stated that fall payments are now being received. The operating expenditures appear to be appropriate for this point in the fiscal year.
Friends of the Library:  President Marti Wick reported that the Friends-sponsored Chicago Symphony Musicians’ concert on November 15th drew a crowd of approximately 190 people who particularly enjoyed the harpist’s contribution.  She announced the winter book sale will be held on the weekend of February 26, 2010.  Upon a motion by Trustee Shoolin, seconded by Trustee Pearce, trustees unanimously agreed 


TO RE-OPEN THE FRIENDS’ BOOK ROOM ON FRIDAY NIGHT, FEBRUARY 
26, 2009, FROM 6:00PM TO 8:00PM FOR THE USED BOOK SALE PREVIEW. 
Executive Director’s Report:  Ms. Hamil began her presentation by referring to the written report included in the trustees’ meeting packet.   Trustees were impressed with the Comcast contract renewal upgrade to 22mb, but also discussed the value of having two separate sources for Internet access.  Manager of Automation and Database Maintenance Becky Halcli answered questions about Internet access and the interview process for selecting an IT firm.
Director Hamil announced that plans are still being finalized for installation of the new phone system on December 9.  She also stated that the annual staff holiday party will be held on December 4th and expressed appreciation for this benefit.  The December issue of Excerpts will be mailed on November 30.

Committee Reports:  Building and Grounds Chair Zager said that the very successful dedication of the new Susan Aspen Garden was the only recent facilities activity.
Trustee Pearce reported that the Plan Commission is on hiatus this month but the main topic remains the consideration of steep slope issues.  
Trustee Meyers reported that the North Suburban Library System has not yet determined how it will proceed in regard to the cost for the Digital Past service and is still considering a fee increase.  The van delivery change from bags to bins has not yet affected the delivery route serving the Glencoe Library although that change will become system-wide.

Communications:  The letter from New Trier Township regarding the library’s donation to the Food Pantry and the thank you email message from donor Bobette Takiff for the Aspen Garden dedication reception were noted.
Unfinished Business:  President Breakstone asked the Executive Director to review the legal opinion of the new Freedom of Information Act included in the packet.  Ms. Hamil highlighted the two areas of greatest concern:  the length of retention for email messages and the protection of employee records.  Trustees discussed the legislation and asked to be kept informed of other legal interpretations and further developments.  Director Hamil is the designated compliance officer and will report on information gained from the required training in 2010.
New Business:  President Breakstone recognized Chair of the Finance and Insurance Committee Zager who presented information regarding the proposed property tax levy for the forthcoming year. Trustees discussed the library’s budgetary needs and the formulae used to arrive at the proposed levy.  In discussion of the concern for public opinion and the uncertainty regarding collection of the full amount, several trustees suggested a reconsideration of the proposed new growth figure. Trustee Weinberger moved and Trustee Zager seconded a motion

TO ADOPT THE 2009 PROPERTY TAX LEVY IN THE AMOUNT OF  
$1,946,263.
Motion passed by 5 – 2 roll call vote.  Voting affirmatively were trustees Breakstone, Pearce, Shoolin, Weinberger, and Zager; voting negatively were trustees Meyers and Tuohy.

President Breakstone announced that the regular business portion of the meeting was completed. Trustee Weinberger moved and Trustee Shoolin seconded a motion


TO ADJOURN PUBLIC SESSION AND TO RECONVENE IN EXECUTIVE
